
The Global Sourcing Forum + Expo Completes The Most Successful Show in Its Eight Year History with 1000 attendees representing more than  25 countries
Two-day event included 100 exhibiting companies and 23 sponsors that converged on New York for the most dynamic global sourcing show in the industry

(BUSINESS WIRE) December 07, 2009 – The Global Sourcing Forum + Expo (GSFE), the premier industry event focusing on sourcing, today announced that its recent event, held November 11 to 12 at the Jacob Javits Center in New York City, has been its most successful, maintaining  growth and activity at a time when trade shows overall are seeing a decrease in attendance and sponsorship. The two-day event featured a diverse array of  senior corporate buyers of technology  and services, exhibitors representing a grand array of business process outsourcing, and information technology outsourcing solutions with  representatives from six continents.
The program  featured six marquee keynotes/plenaries and 35 sessions with  more than  100 speakers, with content focused on critical and forward-looking issues impacting sourcing executives in the current economic environment. The diverse selection of topics ranged from the demise of the captive to the impact of cloud computing to reviving US competitiveness in an age of globalization.  The consensus from the senior sourcing executives and thought leaders is to expect a significant uptick in global sourcing in 2010 resulting from a reviving global economy, pent up demand, and renewed focus on cost optimizaiton. 
Larry Quinlan, CIO of Deloitte, used his opening keynote to debunk  several outsourcing myths such as the perception that offshoring shared services hasn’t been successful or that wage escalation has negated the offshoring advantage. In his  keynote, Joe Simon, CIO of Viacom, showcased the company's innovative smartsourcing strategy that leverages under-the-radar, smaller outsourcing contracts leveraging a pool of specialized vendors.
The show took place during a critical time in the sourcing market’s growth. Companies of all sizes are looking to sourcing locations and associated partners for service beyond lateral outsourcing, including new market entry, strategic partnerships, and supply-chain functions. In addition, the emergence of cloud computing and virtualization are moving sourcing to different functions and industries, and the GSFE event captured every nuance of this expanding market.

 Show highlights include: Keynote sessions that featured  David Kline, EVP and CIO for Discovery Communications;  Vivek Wadhwa, Senior Research Associate, Harvard University, Executive-in-Residence, Duke University, and Columnist, BusinessWeek; and PK Agarwal, CTO for the State of California
· Two C-level roundtables that featured  Gerard Insall, CIO of Avis Budget Group; PK Agarwal, CTO of the State of California; Dr. Sasi Kumar Pillay, CIO at NASA Glenn Research Center; as well as executives from Forbes, Sony Electronics, and Novartis 
· The show also included regional showcases for Latin America, Central and Eastern Europe, Far East Asia, and India 
GSFE Chairman and Global Equations CEO Anupam Govil addressed the emergence of new locations for sourcing and how these locations can and should differentiate themselves. “With the changes in sourcing environment, we can expect to see different locations specialize and become a focal point for various functions in the global supply chain. In addition, we will also witness the maturation of current regional leaders. We highlighted the evolution of these destinations at the show and we expect to track their development in coming years.” 

Based on the success of this show, OutsourceWorld LLC, owners and producers of the GSFE, will add other events to its roster next year, with the flagship show to be held in the fall of 2010 in New York City.
